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1. SC, 30-year-old with itchy skin, red rash, bumps on the body. The patient was diagnosed with scabies, treated with Benadryl and permethrin 5%. The patient did not answer the phone when called, left a message.
2. SP, 26-year-old with COVID exposure. No symptoms. Test was negative. No treatment. The patient did not answer the phone, left a message.
3. CP, 4-year-old with COVID exposure. No symptoms. No treatment. Test was negative. Again, no one answered the phone, left a message.

4. PF, 7-year-old with laceration to the left palm, over 16 hours old. CT shows no foreign body. Questionable early cellulitis. Treated with antibiotics, Septra DS liquid and was asked to come back for reevaluation. Mother states that the wound is looking better, the redness and the swelling is better and the child is doing well. She felt like they received good care in the emergency room.
5. AM, 9-year-old with earache, diagnosed with otitis media and otitis externa, treated with neomycin and Amoxil. Mother was very happy with the care.

6. RC, 69-year-old with COVID exposure. No symptoms. Tests were negative. No treatment offered.
7. ES, 53-year-old with head and neck pain. CT of the head and neck was done, diagnosed with migraine headache, treated with Zofran and Toradol, sent home with Zofran and Naprosyn. The patient is doing well. They liked the emergency room physician, had no complaints about her visit.
8. SV, 15-year-old, needing COVID testing for travel. Had no symptoms. Of course, test was negative. No treatment was offered. Mother was upset because they had to be seen in the emergency room for COVID test. Explained to them about the protocol for COVID testing at Porter Hospital.
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9. KW, 33-year-old with rash on the body, rash around the mouth, diagnosed with perioral dermatitis, pruritus and cellulitis. White count was 12,000. CMP negative. Treated with Rocephin and doxycycline. Also, Dr. Abbasi sent for all STD testing. The results are pending. Of course, the patient is showing improvement already. She states the lesions are drying up and she was happy with the care she received.
10. JD, 35-year-old, seen for dental caries. The patient left against medical advice, was not treated. No reason was given for leaving against medical advice and he did not answer his phone.
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
