Mr. Mincey was seen in followup of his back wound. 

HISTORY: He is here getting physical therapy following back surgery and his wound is clean and I was asked to check on it and it looks like it is healing fairly well. There are no signs of infection or dehiscence. He has diabetes and told that his sugar is controlled. I will continue pioglitazone 30 mg daily. He denies any polyuria and polydipsia and staff has no concerns. His blood pressure also currently controlled on medications. He has atrial fibrillation and remains on metoprolol for rate control and Eliquis for anticoagulation. There are no signs of bleeding and this is controlled. His goal is to return home.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain or fever.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is not acutely distressed or ill appearing. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 103/64, pulse 81, and respiratory rate 16. Head & Neck: Unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender.

Assessment/plan:
1. He has back wound which is clean and we will continue the current management and that is being cleansed with saline and strip of *__________* was applied and this is followed by dressing.

2. Diabetes is stable on pioglitazone 30 mg daily and diet control.

3. His hypertension is controlled with nifedipine ER 30 mg daily along with metoprolol ER 25 mg daily.

4. He has atrial fibrillation and his heart rate is stable with amiodarone 20 mg daily plus metoprolol plus Eliquis 2.5 mg twice a day for anticoagulation.
