Dear Roberta:

This is a followup for Mrs. Sorenson who has chronic kidney disease, chronic diarrhea, total colectomy and has an ileal pouch.  Last visit in January.  This is a videoconference.  Some increase of lower extremity edema.  She has not seen any blood in the stools.  No vomiting.  No abdominal pain.  Weight presently 138 pounds, previously 140 pounds.  She thinks that she had corona virus in February all the symptoms but never tested.  All the symptoms resolved.  There has been some cough and for the most part no purulent material.  This is a chronic problem, many years back saw Mayo Clinic.  There was some compromise of taste that is back.  Other review of system is negative.

Medications:  Long list of medications.  I will highlight Norvasc and HCTZ for blood pressure treatment.

Physical Exam:  Blood pressure at home 127/83.  She is alert and oriented x3.  Attentive.  Normal speech.  No respiratory distress.  No facial asymmetry.
Labs:  Most recent chemistries in April creatinine 2.1, which is baseline.  GFR 23 stage IV.  Potassium in the low side.  Normal sodium and acid base.  Normal nutrition, calcium and phosphorous.  Anemia 12.7 and normal white blood cells and platelets.  She is known to have relative small kidneys without obstruction or urinary retention.

Assessment and Plan:
1. CKD stage IV, presently stable.  No progression.  No symptoms.  No dialysis.

2. Prior acute kidney injury and high potassium for what we stopped Avapro likely from prerenal state given the chronic diarrhea.

3. Total colectomy and chronic diarrhea ileal pouch.

4. Hypertension, present medications well controlled.

5. Recurrent urinary tract infection.

6. Anemia.  No external bleeding.  Not symptomatic.  No treatment.
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7. Question corona virus, but she never tested, symptoms improving.

8. Relatively small kidneys without obstruction.  No urinary retention.  Continue chemistries in a regular basis.

All above issues were discussed with the patient.  Education provided, questions answered to patient's satisfaction.  Patient verbalized understanding.
