CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of left ear pain and less hearing in the right ear.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient came today with his wife stating that he has pain in the left ear and decreased hearing in the right ear for the past few days and it was worse after he had airplane flight. The patient denied severe dizziness or headache. There was no fever or chills.

OBJECTIVE:
HEENT: Examination reveals impacted cerumen in the left ear and minimal tenderness of the right ear. There is no bleeding.

HEART: Normal heart sounds without any murmur.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness.
EXTREMITIES: No pedal edema or calf tenderness.
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
