CHIEF COMPLAINT: The patient came today with a chief complaint of discharge from the hidradenitis.
SUBJECTIVE: The patient stated that she has discharge from the hidradenitis of her groin skin and the patient stated that she has difficulty working and she is requesting a note to the work. The patient has an appointment for surgery in December. At this time, the patient denied any fever or chills and she is on minocycline antibiotic prescribed by her specialist twice a day.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: The patient denied headache, dizziness, cough, fever, chills, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, change in the bowel habits or stool color, leg swelling or calf swelling, or fever or chills.
OBJECTIVE:
NECK: Supple without any thyroid enlargement.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally without any wheezing.

ABDOMEN: Soft without any tenderness. Bowel sounds are active.
SKIN: Examination of the groin and upper thigh shows some discharge. There is mostly inflammation of the skin.
