History: Mr. Gardner is a chronically ill African American male. He is noncompliant. He has multiple specialists’ appointments and ends up missing my appointments up until he needs the tramadol for his back pain and generalized pain and chronic pain. I checked his Texas PMP. His last fill of tramadol was on 03/30/2022, today being 05/31/2022. I first advised him that he has chronic medical problems and, as he is noncompliant, I think he will be better off seeing a big clinic with multiple specialties in it, like Texas A&M Physicians or Scott & White Clinic, so that he can be at one place and he could be cared for. He states he understands that. The first thing we did is his medicine reconciliation. Medicine reconciliation is done. The only added medicine after his hospital stay is pantoprazole 40 mg a day. The patient is on Ozempic 0.25 mg once a week. The patient is on Lantus insulin at bedtime and the patient is on Humalog or NovoLog 26 units before each meal. His A1c for all practical purposes is good. The patient is having a lot of prostate problems and he is referred to Dr. David Scott, Urology in Scott & White. The patient also has history of:

1. Insulin-dependent diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.

4. Cirrhosis of liver.

5. Chronic renal failure stage II to III.

6. Chronic pain.

7. Congestive heart failure.
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
