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NEUROLOGICAL REPORT
CLINICAL INDICATION:
Neurological evaluation with increasing history of ataxia and recent fall.

Previous history of distal lower extremity neuropathy – treated with stem cell injections with improvement.

Dear Dr. Furst & Professional Colleagues:

Warren Fox was seen today for neurological reevaluation after a period of time, having been seen in the past in November and December 2021.

CT imaging of the head recently completed at the request of Vladimir Ristich, PA-C, at Florence Healthcare showed some evidence of basal ganglia mineralization on the right, slight bilateral hippocampal volume loss bilaterally with volume loss in the frontal lobes and minimal periventricular white matter hypoattenuation due to microangiopathic disease.

There was no evidence of CT related acute infarction. Incidental findings include decreased density of the osseous structures of the skull base representing reactive marrow from anemia with suggested biochemical correlation with further imaging of the brain with contrast enhanced magnetic studies.

At my request, MR cervical imaging was completed in January 2022 showing advanced degenerative disc disease, multilevel severe degenerative facet disease, central and lateral recess stenosis with moderately severe right and moderate left foraminal stenosis at C3-C4 and C4-C5, moderate to moderately advanced biforaminal stenosis at C5-C6, severe left and mild right foraminal stenosis at C6-C7.
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Lumbar MR imaging with 3D reconstructions on the same date showed the previous decompressive laminectomies L2-L3, L3 through L5, and S1, 3 mm retrolisthesis L3 on L4 with 2 mm retrolisthesis L2 on L3 and L4 on L5. Multilevel moderate to severe advanced degenerative disc disease was seen at multiple levels. At L5-S1, there was moderate to severe right and moderate left lateral recess narrowing, a far right lateral disc protrusion with severe neuroforaminal stenosis and prominent compression of the traversing right S1 nerve root with contact of the traversing right S1 root. There was moderate right subarticular zone stenosis and potential contact of the traversing right L5 root at L4-L5 with moderate left lateral recess stenosis. At L3-L4, there was moderate subarticular zone stenosis with potential contact traversing the left L4 root. At L2-L3, there is mild to moderate lateral recess stenosis greater on the left with a far right lateral disc bulge. Foraminal narrowing and mild to moderate left lateral recess stenosis was seen at L1-L2.

Warren reports that his cancer doctor is leaving and should be replaced at Enloe Cancer Center.
In consideration of his current findings and his history of “having had a stroke with the development of both a transient right paraparesis and then later a distal lower extremity paraparesis after these imaging studies” reevaluation testing will be requested with a neuro-quantitative brain MRI in consideration of his history of cognitive impairment.
He gives a history of hospitalization with a period of illness identified to be consistent with COVID virus infection from which he recovered after a period of weeks.
We discussed further treatment with his clinical history and findings and he will initiate low-dose aspirin as previously recommended.
I am scheduling him for reevaluation MR brain imaging and Circle of Willis testing.
I will see him for reevaluation and followup with further recommendations.
