Support accommodations for his examinations in his college curriculum
Elijah has been under my psychiatric care for many years now for severe obsessive-compulsive disorder, predominantly the cognitive part though there are symptoms of orderliness and cleanliness. It is the intellectual cognitive part that interferes with his academic performance, especially test taking. While being in cognitive behavioral therapy with an expert, an obsessive-compulsive disorder and a high-dose of medication to treat it, he still has more difficulties than one would expect in his exams due to his severe obsessive-compulsive disorder. The student is requesting and I concur with extra time one and a half times normal in a separate testing location where he could have less students and an individual proctor not to be distracted. On his paperwork, he has listed a number of other accommodations that I was not aware are available. He asked for a note taker, recorded classes, a four-function calculator as well. Any of these things that could be given to him will help him deal with his severe disability.
