Carolyn Austin was seen for followup.

Her previous diagnoses are Graves’s disease and hyperthyroidism and have been treated with methimazole at current dose of 10 mg daily and metoprolol 50 mg twice daily.

On this recent visit, she felt much better and had no specific symptoms of hyperthyroidism.

General review is unremarkable.

On examination, blood pressure 104/60 and weight 177 pounds. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was intact.

Recent thyroid function test: Free T4 1.57, elevated and TSH less than 0.01, suppressed.

IMPRESSION: Ongoing hyperthyroidism secondary to Graves’s disease.

I have increased the methimazole to 15 mg daily and reduced the propranolol to 25 mg twice daily with recommendations. Follow up in about six weeks.
