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The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 1995, the patient was in Orland, California.  The patient was riding a motorcycle.  It was a side impact by a car driven by teenager.  The patient tells me that he was hit on the left side.  He was on the motorcycle.  He immediately fell to the ground and hit the ground with the head.  His head hit the ground and helmet was cracked.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  He does not remember how long he was out of consciousness.  However, the patient had significant headaches when he woke-up.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was taken by the ambulance to Enloe Medical Center.  The patient was evaluated.  The patient subsequently also had rehabilitation.

The patient since then he has significant headaches.  He has headaches almost on an everyday basis.  He has migraine headaches.  He has memory loss.  He feels fatigued.  He is ringing in the ears.  His memory is poor.  He tells me that he did not have any of these symptoms prior to the injury.
The patient is currently is a student at Chico State University.  The patient tells me that it does not matter how many hours he spends studying, he is still having difficulty remembering the subjects.  He has significant difficulty studying.  The patient is unable to focus.  The patient is unable to memorize the topics.
MoCA examination score today is 27/30.  The patient missed three on delay recall.

It is my opinion that the patient has sustained traumatic brain injury.  It was in June 1995, the patient was riding a motorcycle.  The patient was hit on his left side.  The patient immediately landed and hit the ground with the helmet.  His helmet cracked.  The patient had immediate loss of consciousness.  The patient does not know how long he was out of consciousness.  When he woke up, the patient was confused and disoriented.  The patient was dazed.  Since then he has significant headaches almost everyday basis.  The patient has poor memory.  He feels fatigued and ringing in the ears.  It is my opinion that the headaches, ringing in the ears, memory loss, fatigue are all comments signs and symptoms from the traumatic brain injury.
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
