HISTORY: This is a 7-year-old child here for followup. The patient was seen recently in the emergency room, diagnosed with blepharitis and conjunctivitis (severe). He was treated in the ER with Rocephin, ciprofloxacin ophthalmic drops and discharged with PO antibiotics namely amoxicillin 200 mg/5 mL taken three times a day for 10 days. The patient is still taking this medication. The patient is here because the provider who evaluated him in the ER would like to continue IM injections of Rocephin and is here for his last shot today.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: None.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: None.
MEDICATIONS: Amoxicillin and Vigamox.
ALLERGIES: None.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Denies tobacco use and tobacco exposure.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Mother denies change in activities or appetite and she states vaccinations up-to-date.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 115/55.

Pulse 98.

Respirations 20.

Temperature 99.8.

HEENT: Normal. Eyes: Conjunctiva is injected with no green discharge (mother reported discharge this morning, which she has described as green and states his eyes were matted, she had to wipe it. Visual Acuity: The patient counts fingers with no difficulty bilateral. Eyes: No orbital edema, erythema, or tenderness to palpation. Lids, upper and lower lids are without erythema or edema. They are nontender to palpation. PERL. EOM. Full range of motion. No periorbital erythema or edema.
NECK: Full range of motion. No rigidity. No meningeal signs.

RESPIRATORY: Good inspiratory and expiratory effort. No adventitious sounds. No use of accessory muscles. No respiratory distress. No paradoxical motion.
ABDOMEN: Soft and nontender. Nondistended. No guarding. Normal bowel sounds.

SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules or papules. No vesicles or bullae.
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EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.

NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Blepharitis (improving).
2. Conjunctivitis (same).
3. Medication administration.
In the clinic today, the patient received Rocephin 500 mg IM. He was observed for approximately 10 to 15 minutes. Mother reports no side effects from the medication, she states child has done well in the past with it and he seems to be doing well today. She was advised there is no need to continue to visit for any more injections, strongly encouraged to finish the antibiotics they received to take by mouth. She was given the opportunity to ask questions and she states she has none.
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
