History: Ms. Nedbalek is an 82-year-old white female who was seen after several months in-person. Ms. Nedbalek is going through some difficult times. She had a sudden onset of hearing loss in her right ear and she called Dr. Snow at CHI St. Joseph who told her to come in to the office right then and very mild amount of wax was extracted from the ear and she was given some four shots in the ear and that has brought back her hearing to all the way normal. She was also given a 40 mg prednisone for five days and then 20 mg prednisone for another five days, so probably she was treated for is sudden hearing loss probably secondary to inner ear problems. The third problem the patient is having is a wet macular degeneration in the right eye and is getting Avastin injections from Dr. Wells at the Retina Center. The patient states that does not seem to be getting any better. The patient has history of hypothyroidism and hypertension. Overall, considering the other two things, the patient is getting older and developing some complications, which happened to be serious. I have advised the patient a Medicare physical for next visit and labs that would include CBC, CMP, lipids and TSH. The patient’s med list reconciled. Rest of the exam is as in the chart.
