History: Ms. Vargo is a 66-year-old pleasant white female who believes more in natural therapies. She is taking care of her 90-year-old mother at home. She discussed about her family dispute; about half of them including immediate family members not wanting COVID shots and wanting to visit her and the mother at home and she is torn because she does not want them come in to their house. She also has had history of ovarian cancer. She has had some eye problems in the right eye where she has aneurysm in the back and they have done some kind of surgical intervention where the aneurysm drains by itself, but she states that the continuous drainage of the aneurysm causes her to have headache. She states she has had asthma and reactive airway disease, but she states she has had a few times that she felt the nebulizer treatment with albuterol and ipratropium was not working and she did not want to use another albuterol inhaler. I have suggested use of Trelegy and gave her a prescription of Trelegy inhaler for one puff a day in the smaller dose of 100 mcg. I am aware that Trelegy has three different ingredients. The patient understands plan of treatment. She is advised it has been about eight months since we did some blood work and she is advised CBC, CMP, lipid, TSH and also CA125. She has had colonoscopy and EGD done recently. Rest of the exam is as in the chart. I will schedule the patient for pulmonary function tests and she will be seen in the office within next two or three weeks after her PFT.
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
