Dear Disability Determination Service:

Mr. Kasprick comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. He states that he has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. He was diagnosed with a nutritional polyneuropathy related to his celiac disease. He was examined here approximately two years ago and was found to have central scotomas that gave him vision at the level of approximately 20/100. However, he was just starting with nutritional deficiencies, it was felt that his vision may improve with treatment. He states that he has sensitivity to light and blurred vision. He does not wear glasses.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is 20/40 on the right and 20/25 on the left. This is with a spectacle correction of plano –2.00 x 081 on the right and –1.50 –3.00 x 111 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of +2.00 measures 20/40 on the right and 20/25 on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are equally reactive and round. The muscle balance is orthophoric. The extraocular muscle movements are smooth and full. Applanation pressures are 15 on the right and 16 on the left. The slit lamp examination is unremarkable. The media are clear. The fundus examination shows a cup-to-disc ratio of 0.6 on both sides. There is mild pallor to each optic nerve head. The eyelids are unremarkable.

Goldmann visual field testing utilizing a III4e stimulus without correction and with good reliability shows 106 degrees of horizontal field on the right and 128 degrees of horizontal field on the left. Of note, the central scotoma that was noted on the visual field on 11/20/2019 is not present today.

Assessment:
1. Astigmatism.

2. Optic atrophy.

Mr. Kasprick has shown improvement of the central vision since his examination here in 2019. Based upon these findings, he should be able to read small print, distinguish between small objects, and avoid hazards in his environment. It will be wise to obtain a new pair of glasses.
