Mrs. Breen is a 77-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her type II diabetes management. She was diagnosed with type II diabetes in December 2021. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia, CHF, anemia, IBS, depression, GERD, restless legs syndrome, COPD, right mastectomy secondary to breast cancer, anemia and an MI in April 2022. The patient had a bad reaction to Orencia, which was used for her rheumatoid arthritis and, after the reaction to the Orencia, she ended up having all of these symptoms. Her latest hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. She takes Lantus 18 units each evening and lispro based on a sliding scale. For breakfast, she usually eats a probiotic drink. She tries to maintain a low-carbohydrate diet and sometimes she will eat oatmeal or eggs. Lunch is usually a chicken salad or tuna salad with crackers and cheese. Dinner is usually grilled chicken or beef or fish. She does not eat pork. She snacks on almonds and vanilla wafers. She was noted to have a mass of the head of the pancreas and she is having a PET scan done tomorrow at Lee Moffitt Cancer Center.

Plan:
1. For her type II diabetes, her current hemoglobin A1c is 6.6%. At this point, my recommendation is to continue the Lantus 18 units once daily and lispro based on a sliding scale.

2. She has a history of a mass of the head of the pancreas and she is going to be seen at Lee Moffitt Cancer Center and having a PET scan done tomorrow.

3. For her coronary artery disease, the patient is status post MI in April 2022. The patient states that she had all of these issues with her heart happening after a reaction to Orencia.

4. The patient has a history of a right mastectomy secondary to breast cancer and she had a right mastectomy.

5. For her congestive heart failure, followup with primary care provider and cardiologist.
