Mrs. Jones is a 52-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding evaluation of impaired fasting blood glucose. She has a history of hypertension, hypokalemia, GI bleeding, sleep apnea and chronic kidney disease. She also has generalized anxiety disorder, hyperlipidemia, anemia and hypertension. She has multiple hospitalizations related to her hypertension and she states that she has been in menopause for the last five years.

Plan:
1. For her impaired fasting blood glucose, her latest hemoglobin A1c is 5.9%. At this point, I am going to start her on metformin extended release 500 mg once daily and recheck a hemoglobin A1c and fasting comprehensive metabolic panel prior to her return.

2. For her hypertension, her current blood pressure is 119/73. This is controlled on the current therapy. Continue current therapy.

3. For her GERD, she is currently on PPIs.

4. For her hyperlipidemia, check a current lipid panel and continue statin therapy.

5. For her morbid obesity, I am going to order a dexamethasone suppression test.

6. For her generalized anxiety disorder, continue to follow up with psychiatry.

7. For her sleep apnea, continue to monitor.
