Mrs. Peterson is a 65-year-old female who is here today for initial consultation regarding her hyperthyroidism management. She was diagnosed with hyperthyroidism over 5 to 6 years ago. She also has a history of hypertension, hyperlipidemia and chronic kidney disease stage III. She is currently on methimazole 10 mg once a day. She reports dry skin, fatigue, hair loss and mood swings at times and denies any difficulty swallowing. She has been on methimazole for about 3 to 4 years. The patient is postmenopausal. She denies any palpitations or tremors.

Plan:
1. For her hyperthyroidism, at this point, my recommendation is to take methimazole 10 mg every other day and recheck a thyroid function panel in 4 to 6 weeks.

2. I will also check a TSH, free T4 and free T3 levels as well as TPO antibody levels and thyroid-stimulating immunoglobulin level and a thyroglobulin antibody level in order to assess for any autoimmune thyroid disease.

3. I have also ordered a thyroid ultrasound to delineate her goiter and assess for any thyroid nodules.
