I had the pleasure to see Madison today for initial evaluation for headaches.
HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient is a 20-year-old female, with chief complaint for headaches.  The patient tells me that she has been having headaches for the last year or so.  Majority of the pain is behind the eye.  The patient gets nauseous.  The patient has these headaches once or twice a week.  The patient also has light sensitivity and sound sensitivity.  The patient tells me that the patient has been taking prescription from her pediatrician for Aleve.  It seems to help a little.  However, does not take the headaches completely away.  The patient currently denies any hemiparesis, hemibody sensory changes, diplopia, dysarthria and dysphagia.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY

Eye surgery.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS
1. Prozac.
2. Birth control pills.

ALLERGIES
No known drug allergies.
SOCIAL HISTORY
The patient is single.  The patient works for Sandbox VR.  The patient does not smoke.  The patient does not drink alcohol.  The patient does not use illicit drugs.

FAMILY HISTORY

There is no family history of similar medical condition.
IMPRESSION
Migraine headaches.  Suspect the patient has advanced migraine headaches, with sound sensitivity and light sensitivity.  The patient also has nausea.  The patient has these headaches once or twice a week.  The patient has been taking Aleve, that helps a little bit, but not completely.
RECOMMENDATIONS
1. Explained to the patient of the above diagnoses.

2. We will prescribe the patient a trial of Imitrex 50 mg once a day as needed.
3. Explained to the patient common side effects from the medication including chest tightness, palpitation, shortness of breath.
4. Also, we will give the patient Topamax 25 mg once at night, needs a headache preventative medication.
5. Since the patient is having some frequent headaches, I think she will be beneficial to start on daily preventative medication.
6. Explained to the patient common side effects of Topamax with tingling, numbness, sleepiness, drowsiness and sedation.
7. Follow up with me in one month.
