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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was involved in a traumatic brain injury.  It was in 2019.  The patient was playing basketball.  The patient tells me that when he was playing basketball, he got “elbow” meaning somebody put his elbow onto his head.  The patient tells me that hit him on the side of the head.  The patient immediately lost his balance and fell to the ground.  The patient has severe headaches.  The patient has disorientation and confusion.  The patient did not lose consciousness.  However, the patient was seeing stars immediately.  As a matter of fact, his symptoms of dizziness, lightheadedness, seeing stars and nausea lasted about two weeks after the incident.  The patient tells me that the symptoms were quite persistent.

The patient since then had significant dizziness, lightheadedness, mood swings, anxiety, and difficulty adjusting.  The patient has occasional difficulty with mood problems.  The patient also has migraine headaches.

The patient is currently working as a nurse.  The patient tells me that he is very anxious about his work.  The patient is nervous about his work.  The patient tells me that he is not able to stand noises around him because it will provoke his headaches.  It also makes him dizzy.  The patient has difficulty concentrating at work.  The patient has also difficulty adjusting to different work environments.
