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HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS
The patient tells me that he was in a traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells that he was involved in several traumatic brain injuries.  The patient tells me that the traumatic brain injury happened between 12/02/2017 and 05/2018.  The patient at that time was assigned to the 1st Marine Division Boxing Team.  Their boxing team trained for many boxing matches.  The patient had multiple head injuries during boxing training sessions.  The concussion #1, the first episode was complete loss of consciousness that occurred during the sparring training session in Indiana State.  He was wearing helmet.  The next thing he knows he was on the ground, he had complete loss of consciousness.  He got hit in the head.  The patient was confused and disoriented.  He woke up with the confusion and disorientation.  The patient tells me that the symptoms lasted until next day. The episode #2 was also happened during the sparring session.  The patient was hit in the head again during boxing training.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness.  The patient was wearing helmet at that time.  However, he was confused and disoriented.  He was without consciousness for about 5 to 10 minutes.  He had symptoms of headache, confusion, and disorientation until the next day. Episode #3 was competition in London against the Royal Marine.  The patient was hit, in the head.  He had complete loss of consciousness and fell to the ground. Episode #4, the patient was in the sparring session again, the opponent was much bigger than him.  He got hit and he fell to the ground.
Since these incidents, the patient has frequent headache.  The patient has severe migraines associated with nausea and vomiting.  The patient has difficulty concentrating.  He has got poor memory.  He has got memory difficulties.  He forgets simple directions.  The patient gets angry very easily.  His mood is unstable.  He gets changes in mood.  The patient tells me that these symptoms are after he started boxing.

The patient tells me that he is currently in Foothill College.  The patient is in school.  The patient tells me that he has significant difficulty in school.  The patient has difficulty in studying.  The patient gets poor grades.  He is unable to study effectively.  The patient has loss of concentration.  The patient has difficulty to focus.

The patient’s MoCA examination score today is 20/30.  The patient missed 2 on attention/serial 7s.  The patient missed 1 on language.  The patient missed 1 on language fluency with a letter F.  The patient missed 1 on abstraction.  The patient missed 4 on delay recall.

It is my opinion that he has sustained traumatic brain injury.  The patient has repetitive head trauma during boxing training session in 2017 to 2018.  The patient had medical episodes of loss of consciousness from boxing sparring training.  

The patient got hit in the head many times.  The patient had complete loss of consciousness several times.  They are associated with confusion, disorientation, and nausea.  These are all common signs and symptoms of traumatic brain injury.  It is my opinion that these loss of consciousness, head injury are all traumatic brain injury.
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
