A:
Hyperlipidemia, dyspepsia, recent stroke without any residual deficit, hypertension, Alzheimer’s dementia, and atrial fibrillation.

P:
The patient was seen and examined.  Chart, labs, and medications were reviewed.  Will continue current management and watch closely.  Management discussed with nursing staff.  Denies any abdominal pain, nausea or vomiting.  The patient had repeat CT head done, which was unremarkable.  She can be started back on her blood thinners as per neurologist.  We will watch her closely.
