PATIENT NAME: Patel, Jayantilal

SUBJECTIVE: The patient complains of high blood pressure. His blood pressure was 146/75 today it is high at home and he wants to restart clonidine tablet. He is taking Catapres TTS patch No. 2. In addition, he is also on hydralazine which was increased to hydralazine 100 mg three times a day by Dr. Reddy and we were not aware. The patient has been taking hydralazine 100 mg three times a day for last few weeks and he ran out and he called pharmacy and got hydralazine 50 mg three times a day as per our old record and he is taking two tablets three times a day. We advised patient to get medicines only from one physician and we advised him to call Dr. Reddy’s office and get prescription of hydralazine 100 mg three times a day, which was given by Dr. Anand Reddy.

PLAN: Clonidine patch will be increased to clonidine TTS 3 one patch once a week. Prescription of clonidine 0.1 mg one tablet three times a day if blood pressure over 130 systolic was also given. He will continue other medicines. We renewed his levothyroxine. We did medication reconciliation. He did not bring the medicines, which are given to him by Dr. Anand Reddy. The patient had low vitamin D level in April 2022 and he is not taking any vitamin D. He did not refill the vitamin D, which was given by Dr. Anand Reddy and we advised him to call Dr. Reddy’s office and get prescription for vitamin D as Dr. Reddy does vitamin D level with his other blood test.
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
