PATIENT NAME: Chauhan, Herkisan

SUBJECTIVE: The patient was recently admitted at Medical Center Hospital for hypotension caused by vomiting and antihypertensive medications. The patient was given intravenous fluids. His serum creatinine improved and now he is able to walk without support. Hospital has arranged home health and physical therapy.

PLAN: The patient was seen for transitional care. The patient will continue current medications. We have discontinued amlodipine and tamsulosin because of the low blood pressure. He will take irbesartan 75 mg at bedtime if blood pressure is over 130 systolic.
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
