SUBJECTIVE: This patient complains of weight gain and fluid retention. The patient was recently given prednisone for three weeks and IV antibiotics followed by oral antibiotic for infection in the back may be in one of the vertebra. We do not know the exact results. The patient had this antibiotics and steroid given at Dallas and she will bring the records at next visit. The patient has gained 10 pounds since last visit on April 11, 2022. The patient was on phentermine and Topamax and she was doing better, but she ran out of that and she did not come for appointment. She also received diclofenac from Dallas.

PLAN: Diclofenac will be discontinued and patient will go to Celebrex 200 mg daily. The patient took Keflex for four weeks. The patient was admitted at Dallas from April 19 to April 22, 2022 and after that she took Keflex for four weeks. She has edema of legs. Hydrochlorothiazide will be discontinued and in place of that Lasix 40 mg daily and potassium chloride 10 mEq daily are ordered. The patient was also restarted on phentermine and Topamax. The patient will be seen again in one month. Blood test will be done at next visit as we have started her on Lasix and potassium.
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
