Dear Dr. Sears:

Thank you for this referral.

This is a 72-year-old male who does not smoke and drinks alcohol socially. He has no known drug allergies.

SYMPTOMS: He is here because of low hemoglobin. Recently, he had some chest pain and he was hospitalized in May at North Texas Medical Center. He was kept there for a day and now he is scheduled to have stress test and catheterization with cardiologist, however, because while in the hospital his hemoglobin was low so he is referred here. He normally ran hemoglobin around 14, but latest one about two weeks ago was 11.7.

PAST MEDICAL/SURGICAL HISTORY: The patient has been fairly healthy. He had broken leg in 2000. The patient also had knee surgery on both knee five times.

REVIEW OF SYSTEM: He denied any nosebleed except for several occasion in past none recently. He also has no history of rectal bleeding.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: He is on aspirin 81 mg, omeprazole 40 mg, and finasteride 5 mg.
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PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
General: He is 72-year-old.

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 9 inches tall, weighing 230 pounds, and blood pressure 132/68.

Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: No edema.

LABS: His CBC on 05/13/2022 shows WBC of 3.8, RBC 3.62, hemoglobin 11.7, and hematocrit was 32.9 the day before it was 13 and 37 respectively.

DIAGNOSES:
1. Anemia possibly blood loss cause unclear.

2. Possible coronary artery disease.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and draw the blood for CBC, reticulocyte count, CMP, iron, B12, and go from there. Once we know what is the reason of his anemia, we could rectify or do further workup.
