This is a progress report on Linda Tate.

Linda has been my patient for last 15 to 25 years. Recently, she was hospitalized with cough and shortness of breath. While in hospital, a CT scan of the chest showed right hilar mass. She was bronchoscoped and the biopsy of which showed it to be small cell lung cancer. The patient is now here for further advice.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has history of hypertension and COPD. She has smoked two to three packs per day for almost 50 plus years.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
Vital Signs: Weight 188 pounds, height 5 feet 3 tall, and blood pressure 170/64.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Chest: AP diameter increase and diminished air entry at the bases.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft.

Extremities: Minimal edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. History of hypertension.

2. Recent history of diabetes.

3. Recently diagnosed small cell lung cancer stage unknown.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and do CT of the abdomen and MRI of the brain to see if there is any lesion from. Right now it appears to be localized once it is available we could make further recommendation. The chances are because of her significant COPD, concurrent treatment may not be appropriate so we might consider immunotherapy with chemotherapy to began with and go from there. So, we can give her carboplatin and VePesid along with Tecentriq and see how she responds.
