This is a progress report on Jose Montoya.

Mr. Montoya is a 36-year-old male who comes here for followup. He has severe iron deficiency anemia because of hemorrhoidal bleed when he came this time his hemoglobin was around 8. We gave him three to four iron infusions and now hemoglobin has improved. The last one was 10.8 on 06/01/2022. Prior to that his hemoglobin had gone up to 10.2 the week before.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5’11”, weighing 238 pounds, and blood pressure 142/79.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Severe iron deficiency anemia.

2. Hemorrhoidal bleed now almost has stopped.

3. Hypertension, but now control with lisinopril.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and check CBC, CMP, and give him 1 g of INFeD in 250 of sodium chloride. Check CBC, CMP, iron, and ferritin.
