History: Ms. Dixon is going to MD Anderson this week on 06/06/2022, for followup. Today, I have given her copies of her labs, a pelvic ultrasound that MD Anderson had ordered last year and St. Joseph had not faxed us those results. So, we tried to get the pelvic ultrasound that was done in April 2021, and it was normal. She also had bilateral venous ultrasound of the legs for her leg swelling and that was normal. This was done because the patient has had breast cancer in both the breasts.
So, we decided to do the complete abdominal ultrasound and the complete abdominal ultrasound reveals fatty liver with some small mass in the liver. When I talked to her, the patient states MD Anderson as well as her is aware of this mass and they feel it is still fatty liver and they are observing it. So, the patient was aware of this finding.

The second thing is, she also has renal cysts, which were noted and she is aware of that also. So, I am not making any changes, but I have given copies of all the lab results to Ms. Lenora Dixon. I started her on 5 mg rosuvastatin as her cholesterol was elevated. The patient understands plan of treatment. She is going to be seen in the office in a month.
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
