CHIEF COMPLAINT: Shortness of breath, cough, and congestion.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 53-year-old woman, comes in today with symptoms of cough, congestion, and shortness of breath. The patient was diagnosed with COVID 14 days ago.
She has had some abdominal discomfort, some nausea, and no vomiting.

She has not been able to speak, she is short of breath and tachycardic today.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Diabetes, hypertension, hyperlipidemia, insomnia, and DJD.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Hysterectomy, appendectomy, cholecystectomy and hernia surgery.
MEDICATIONS: Reviewed opposite page.
ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN and ZOFRAN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: She does not smoke. She does not drink. She lost her husband a year ago due to COVID.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory. Positive for colon cancer.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: As above.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 202 pounds. O2 sat 98%. Temperature 98.9. Respirations 16. Pulse 110. Blood pressure 132/85.

HEENT: TMs are red. Posterior pharynx is red and inflamed.
LUNGS: Cough, congestion, rales, and rhonchi.

HEART: Tachycardic.

ABDOMEN: Soft.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. History of COVID.

2. Status post treatment via Z-PAK and vitamin D as well as Medrol Dosepak.

3. Rule out PE.

4. Discussed findings with the folks at the emergency room. The patient is going to emergency room now for further testing, repeat COVID test, evaluation and treatment.
