The patient is seen in the office with complaints of runny nose, headache and sore throat for the past two to three days.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Chief complaint of cough and sinus congestion with facial pressure and pain times past five days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension *__________* GERD.

PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Tonsils, back, stomach x2, knee, breast reduction.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.

CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Lisinopril and pantoprazole.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Scheduled to get endoscopy next week. Past history records reviewed.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Scattered rhonchi. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Bowel sounds normoactive. Back: No CVA tenderness. Skin: Without rashes or lesions. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation is within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Upper respiratory infection with sinusitis.

PLAN: The patient is given dexamethasone and Rocephin injection in office with a prescription for Medrol Dosepak and Z-PAK. Follow up as needed and to see GI next week.
