CLINIC VISIT NOTE

The patient presents with pulling at her ears for the past several days after being in river, states pain was there before, and also has rash on face, nose and lips and upper chest for the past few days.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: The patient has a history of juvenile-onset diabetes mellitus with insulin pump.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.

FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative for tenderness or restricted range of motion. Skin: Noted to be crusted, slightly excoriated lesions to lateral labia and interlabial area as well as left anterior nose measuring 2.5 cm and scattered lesions also in the pubic area. The lesion on nose is approximately 2.5 cm, the lesion on abdomen is 3 mm.

IMPRESSION: Bilateral otitis externa without evidence of otitis media and probable impetigo, to rule out MRSA.

PLAN: Culture and sensitivity obtained. The patient is given prescriptions for Bactrim, mupirocin, topical Betadine and also for Ciprodex for the ears. The patient is to follow up with pediatrician and here as needed.
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
