HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient with a history of palpitation status post loop recorder implantation. The patient had episodes of palpitation. The patient’s loop recorder interrogation showed the patient has supraventricular tachycardia at a rate of 190 beats per minute at the time of the palpitation.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
VITAL SIGNS: Blood pressure 140/68 mmHg, pulse rate 84, respirations 16, and weight is 220 pounds.

HEENT: No JVD.

LUNGS: Clear bilaterally.

HEART: Regular rate and rhythm. No murmurs or gallop.

ABDOMEN: Soft. Normoactive bowel sounds.

EXTREMITIES: No edema.

CLINICAL IMPRESSION: Supraventricular tachycardia.

RECOMMENDATIONS: The patient is currently taking metoprolol and in spite of that the patient still continues to have supraventricular tachycardia. Discussed with the patient regarding electrophysiological studies and radiofrequency ablation for supraventricular tachycardia. The patient would like to get a second opinion. I will follow the patient after her second opinion or she can follow with another cardiologist.
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
