Jeffrey Lucyk was seen for evaluation of thyroid nodule.

He was found to have a right side of thyroid nodule on carotid ultrasound study.

He has no specific complaints suggestive of thyroid hormone imbalance and is now post COVID infection.

Past medical history is significant for hypertension and aortic aneurysm noted in the recent past.

He is scheduled for thoracic surgery evaluation for his aneurysm and thoracic nodule.

Social History: He is retired and in the past had managed utility.

He no longer smokes cigarettes and occasionally drinks alcohol.

Current Medications: Lisinopril 10 mg daily.

General review is otherwise unremarkable for 12 systems evaluated.

On examination, blood pressure 142/84, weight 198 pounds, and BMI is 29.7. Pulse was 70 per minute. The thyroid gland was not palpable. There is no neck lymphadenopathy. Heart sounds are normal. Lungs were clear. The peripheral examination was grossly intact.

I have reviewed recent studies, which include ultrasound of his thyroid gland showing multiple nodules in both lobes of the thyroid, with dominant nodule in the right lobe.

RECOMMENDATIONS: He is to see his thoracic surgeon for evaluation of aortic aneurysm and possible thoracic nodule in his lung. Once these issues are resolved, he will be scheduled for a fine needle aspiration biopsy of his right-sided thyroid nodule under ultrasound direction.
