The patient tells me that he was in traumatic brain injury.  The patient tells me that he was in several traumatic brain injuries.  In 1997, the patient was in Fort Lewis in the State of Washington.  The patient was in physical training.  The patient was playing sports.  He tells me that during the sports, he got knocked out by somebody.  He got knocked out in the head.  The patient immediately had confusion and disorientation.  The patient was vomiting.  The patient went to the hospital.  The patient had treatment for that.  The patient was told that he had concussion.  In 2003 to 2004, the patient was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that he had sustained a concussion.  The patient was holding down a detainee.  There was some combative behavior.  The patient tells me that his nose was broken.  He fell down the hill with his helmet hit his face.  The patient tells me that he sustained a concussion, confusion, and disorientation.  Denies any loss of consciousness.  The patient also tells me that he was near 20 IED explosions at the time he was in Iraq.  The patient tells me that one of the episodes of the shockwave caused him to have loss of consciousness.  The patient woke up confused and disoriented.  He was out of consciousness for few minutes.

The patient currently is having a lot of symptoms.  Most of his symptoms are decrease in concentration.  He has got poor memory.  He has poor sleep.  The patient has poor vision.  The patient has fatigue.  The patient has anxiety symptoms.  The patient also has ringing in the ears bilaterally.

The patient tells me that he is still in the army.  He is still in the army active service right now.  However, the patient in the terminal leave.  The patient is going to be retiring very soon.  He tells me that these symptoms are affecting the way that he works in the military.  He tells me that he has got poor concentration, poor memory, and difficulty remembering job duties.  The patient also had difficulty to focus.  The patient tells me that he is not able to do his job well in the military.
