History: Manjari had a telephone visit today. She states her husband last week tested positive for COVID. He had problem with some upper respiratory symptoms, but mild. He went to his PCP, got examined and no antibiotic was given, advised rest and p.o. fluids and that he was well. Just three days later, Manjari stated she came in with fever and generalized body aches and has cough and the cough has then turned into sinus infection with headaches and the patient states she did three times test of COVID at home and was negative and went and got RT-PCR test for COVID and she states she does not have the results. I told her that from the clinical scenario it definitely looks like that she also may have COVID. However, with the infection, I feel better if she took some Zithromax and some steroids. She is not short of breath, but she does not feel good and she does work with children, so I told her to let me know what the RT-PCR test is and the results and if they are negative, she can go back to her teaching in the school and if positive, then she should follow at least five to seven days of quarantine. The patient understands that. Zithromax Z-PAK and prednisone 10 mg twice a day for five-day prescription was called to CVS on Rock Prairie. The patient is to have serial exams. I have told her to call me if she is not feeling better.
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
