History: Ms. Blanca Ramos was seen couple of days ago with some nausea, vomiting and abdominal pain after eating some barbeque and I had sent her for x-ray of her abdomen flat and upright and that was not conclusive of any small bowel obstruction, but there was lot of constipated stools. I had advised her serial followup exams just to be sure she is not developing any acute abdomen, so the patient came in today, states her abdominal pain is resolved, but now, she has hematuria and some burning in the urination. She does not have back pain and she does not have any fever. I advised the patient a complete abdominal ultrasound to be sure she does not have any kidney stones and I have given her antibiotics prophylactically if she had an infection in her urine. The patient understands plan of treatment.
She has multiple other chronic medical problems like:

1. Diabetes mellitus.

2. Hypertension.

3. Hyperlipidemia.
Her sugars have been doing good. So, I told her we will need serial exams and if anything changes, she needs to go to the emergency room. I have started her on Cipro 500 mg twice a day for 10 days. She may need a urology consult.
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
