She has hypertension and hyperlipidemia. She is developing memory problems and age-related problems. She has had signs and symptoms of Parkinson’s with mild shaking of her upper extremities and the upper extremity shaking has gotten worse and at times, it is worse and at times, it is not worse. I have suggested her some medication for Parkinson’s, but they are not keen on taking that. I have suggested neurology consult. They are not keen on taking that.
