CHIEF COMPLAINT:

1. Sore throat.

2. Feeling terrible.

3. “I feel like my neck is pulsating to death.”
4. Nausea.

5. Vomiting.

6. Abdominal pain.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient is a 37-year-old woman, married, two children, Director of the Civic Center here in Cleveland, Texas, comes in today with the above-mentioned symptoms for the past two days.
She has had 101 temperature at home. She has had nausea. She also has a history of hypertension that is usually pretty well controlled with amlodipine and olmesartan 5 mg each. She also is taking birth control pills, Loestrin which was prescribed by a different physician despite the fact that she is on antihypertensive medication.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension and seasonal allergy.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: C-section x 3 and tonsillectomy.
ALLERGIES: None.
IMMUNIZATIONS: COVID immunization up-to-date.
SOCIAL HISTORY: No smoking. No drinking. Married as I mentioned.
FAMILY HISTORY: Hypertension, diabetes, and stroke, but no cancer. No breast cancer especially. Last period 05/18/2022.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

VITAL SIGNS: Weight 260 pounds. O2 sat 99%. Temperature 100.2. Respirations 16. Pulse 118. Blood pressure 144/93.

NECK: Anterior and posterior lymphadenopathy noted with copious amount of lymphadenopathy.
LUNGS: Few rhonchi.

HEART: Positive S1 and positive S2, tachycardic at 118.

ABDOMEN: Soft, but tenderness throughout.

NEUROLOGICAL: Nonfocal.
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ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Because of the amount of lymphadenopathy, we looked at her neck. There is all appeared to be lymphadenopathy secondary to positive strep. There is no evidence of abscess formation. The pulsation she feels is related to lymph nodes overlying the carotid.

2. The carotid ultrasound is within normal limits in face of family history of stroke.

3. She does have a couple of thyroid cysts, the largest is 0.5 cm on the right side.

4. Abdominal ultrasound shows a normal liver, normal gallbladder, normal spleen and kidneys. No evidence of renovascular hypertension noted.

5. Rocephin 1 g now.

6. Amoxil 500 mg t.i.d.

7. Return in 24 hours if not improved.
