Dear Disability Determination Service:

Ms. Bolton comes in to the Detroit Office for a complete ophthalmologic examination. She states that she has difficulties with work-related activities because of a loss of vision. She has a history of cataracts, nystagmus, and amblyopia, bilaterally. She has a history of working as a home health aide, but had to stop because of blurred vision. She states that she cannot read small and moderate size print and that she has difficulties ambulating safely in her environment.

On examination, the best corrected visual acuity is count fingers only on the right side and hand motions only on the left side. This is with a spectacle correction of –16.75 –1.50 x 141 on the right and plano –2.75 x 150 on the left. The near acuity with an ADD of 2.00 measures 20/400 on the right and hand motions only on the left at 14 inches. The pupils are round and reactive. An afferent defect is not appreciated. The muscle balance shows a small exotropia. The muscle movements show a fine shimmering and torsional nystagmus with a vertical component. Applanation pressures are 19 on the right and 21 on the left. The slit lamp examination shows bilateral corneal pannus and scarring in the superior and inferior periphery on both sides. The lens on the right side shows 4+dense nuclear sclerosis and the lens on the left side shows mild cortical and nuclear sclerosis with a central posterior polar cataract. The fundus examination is difficult on both sides because of the cataracts. There does not seem to be retinopathy nor retinal edema. The cup-to-disc ratio is approximately 0.1 on each side. The eyelids show mild chalasis.

Visual field testing utilizing the Goldmann perimeter with a III4e stimulus and a V4e stimulus shows the absence of a visual field on both sides.

Assessment:
1. Nystagmus.

2. Cataracts.

3. Amblyopia.

Ms. Bolton has clinical findings that are consistent with the history. Based upon these findings, one would expect her to have difficulty reading small and moderate size print, using a computer, avoiding hazards in her environment, and distinguishing between small and moderate sized objects. Her prognosis is guarded.
