PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:
GENERAL: He is an alert, oriented, in no acute distress.

VITAL SIGNS:

O2 saturation 99% at room air.

Blood pressure 122/72.

Temperature 97.9.

ABDOMEN: No distention. No visible peristalsis. No guarding.
SKIN: No abrasions, lacerations, macules, or papules. No vesicles or bullae.

EXTREMITIES: Full range of motion of upper and lower extremities. No discomfort with range of motion. He bears weight well with no antalgic gait.
NEUROLOGIC: Alert and oriented x3. Cranial nerves II through X are normal. Motor and sensory functions are normal. Mood and affect are normal.

ASSESSMENT/PLAN:
1. Prostatitis.

2. BPH.

3. Leukocytosis.

4. Screening for elevated lipids.
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Today, we draw labs includes only lipid profile.
The urinalysis is unremarkable. However, the patient will be treated for prostatitis. He was sent home with Cipro 500 mg he will take one p.o. b.i.d. for seven days #14. No refills. The patient is already on tamsulosin. He is advised to continue that to increase fluids to come back to the clinic if worse or go to nearest emergency room if we are closed.
