He was given the opportunity to ask questions he states he has none.
Review of PMP AWARxE does reveal dispensation and receipt of oxycodone and phentermine. Last time being in December 2021. Since January 21, 2022, the patient received phentermine from an outside provider and on February 17, 2022, received hydrocodone from an outside provider. Since there are no records of other controlled medications, today his urinalysis was normal. Urine drug screen was normal. Positive for Suboxone only, which he takes part of the program. He was given an opportunity to ask questions, he states he has none. He is reassured medication prescribed as follows:
1. Suboxone 8/2 mg SL film one film SL b.i.d. for 30 days #60. No refills.
