The patient is seen with history of sore throat with fever and pus pockets in his throat.

PRESENT ILLNESS: Fever up to 99.5 with frontal headache the past day with complaints of sore throat and with exudates per mother, history of being exposed to COVID from the grandparents in the past weekend.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Asthma.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Negative.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: None.

ALLERGIES: No known allergies.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

SOCIAL HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Otherwise noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past medical history uneventful.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress. Vital Signs: Temperature slightly elevated at 99.5. Pulse 105. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Erythema noted to the pharynx with slight swelling. Neck: 1+ adenopathy. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Extremities: Negative. Skin: Negative for discoloration or rashes. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits.

Because of history, the patient had strep, flu and COVID testing done with strep first, which were all negative.

IMPRESSION: Pharyngitis, possible COVID, and possible strep.

PLAN: The patient is given prescription for Z-PAK. Follow up as needed.
