The patient presents with complaints of right foot pain mainly on big toe, other toes too *__________* swelling.
PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient presents with a history of paresthesia in the hands and feet for the past week after being on prolonged course of antibiotics for four and half months *__________* urinary tract infection, cleared for the past month, now also with pain in right foot with swelling and discoloration, worse in right first toe.
PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Hypertension, hyperlipidemia, and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Complete hysterectomy, tubal, appendectomy, cholecystectomy, *__________* and right forearm.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: See chart.

ALLERGIES: TRAMADOL, CODEINE, and LEVAQUIN.
IMMUNIZATIONS: Up-to-date.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Noncontributory. Past history as above. She is on antibiotics for four and half months for chronic UTI, off for the past month. She states she had a “vein care” procedure by cardiologist in Kingwood in March 2021, lower extremities, with an episode after that of redness, right foot, seen at Kingwood Minor ER. She states that a Doppler was obtained with negative findings at that time, felt to be having a reaction to “Super Glue used in procedure.” The patient states she had a complete cardiac evaluation at that time with followup yearly.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No acute distress, good. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Extremities: Noted purpura discoloration to right medial distal foot involving first three toes, worse big toe, first toe with slight swelling and diffuse marked tenderness. Ankle without abnormalities. Legs without abnormalities. Knee without abnormality. Hip and thigh without abnormality. Gait without abnormality. No evidence of neurovascular or tendon injury. Skin: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Supple without masses. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness.
IMPRESSION: Possible arterial obstruction, right medial foot, right first toe.
PLAN: Advised to go to Kingwood Emergency Room to be evaluated, to be seen by her cardiologist as soon as possible for further evaluation.
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
