Lungs: Scattered rhonchi without wheezing or rales. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallops. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Skin: Without abnormalities. Extremities: Without edema or tenderness. Neuropsychiatric: Evaluation within normal limits.

IMPRESSION: Bronchitis.
PLAN: Chest x-ray to be deferred, not available. The patient is given prescription for Zithromax and Medrol with Mucinex DM for cough. Follow up in two to five days if not clearing for further evaluation and chest x-ray.
