Ms. Weiss was seen regarding coronary artery disease, hypothyroidism, and she has history of major depression. 

HISTORY: Overall, Ms. Weiss feels fairly well. She walks with a walker. She has coronary disease and denies any current chest pain. She has nitroglycerin available as needed, but rarely uses it. She denies any dyspnea or other specific symptoms. She remains on levothyroxine for hypothyroidism and denies specific symptoms such as altered cold tolerance or excessive dryness. She denies any muscle cramps or any adverse effects from her statin.

REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative for fever, chills, headache, chest pain, shortness of breath, nausea, vomiting, or abdominal pain.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: She is not acutely distressed. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 121/80, pulse 73, respiratory rate 16, temperature 98.6, and oxygen saturation 95%. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. No significant edema. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: Cranial grossly intact. Sensation intact. Musculoskeletal: Shoulder range of motion was normal. No acute joint changes.

Assessment/plan:
1. Ms. Weiss has coronary disease. I will continue metoprolol 25 mg twice a day plus nitroglycerin sublingual 0.4 mg p.r.n. This is stable. She has had hypotension and remains on midodrine 2.5 mg b.i.d and her vitals are stable.

2. Her current major depression, which is in full remission.

3. She has mixed hyperlipidemia and I will continue the atorvastatin 20 mg daily and fenofibrate 134 mg daily.

4. She has hypothyroidism, which is stable. I will continue levothyroxine 25 mcg daily.
