Mr. Crary was seen regarding osteoarthritis, diabetes mellitus, dementia, hypertension, and they are requesting home care due to debility and poor function and mobility.

HISTORY: Mr. Crary drools quite a bit and food is all over him. He has poverty of speech. He does not get around very well. He has incontinence of urine and he has significant dementia. The sugars have been variable. Some tend to be on the low side. Some are high.

I could not elicit from him any polyuria or polydipsia. He did not seem to have any pain. Denies any other new complaints. 

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General: He is relatively aphasic. He has significant dementia and could not give me any answers pertained to orientation. Vital Signs: Blood pressure 120/80, temperature 97.7, pulse 71, respiratory rate 16, and O2 saturation 93%. Head & Neck: He is drooling all over. *__________* unremarkable. Lungs: Clear to percussion and auscultation. Cardiovascular: Normal S1 and S2. No gallop. No murmur. Abdomen: Soft and nontender. CNS: He has increased tone and is mostly aphasic.

Assessment/plan:
1. Mr. Crary has diabetes mellitus and sugars fluctuate. They tend to be higher in the afternoon and evening, but low in the morning. I reduced the evening Lantus to 10 units and increased the noon time NovoLog to 8 units.

2. He has dementia probable Alzheimer’s. I will continue the donepezil 10 mg daily.

3. He has glaucoma and I will continue latanoprost drops one drop in each eye at bedtime.

4. He has urge incontinence of urine and I will continue the tolterodine 2 mg daily and seems to be tolerating this. Overall, I will continue the current plan.
