This is a history and physical examination on Anthony Martin.

This patient has switched PCP and he has come here for establishing new PCP.

He is 66-year-old. He smoked two packs per day for almost 35 years and quit about a year ago. Also, he used to drink alcohol heavily in the past for almost 30 years. He quit about 10 years ago. The patient is divorced, however living with his ex-wife. He used to use drugs like cocaine in the past, however not any longer but he does use marijuana.

He denied any drug allergies except for buspirone.

SYMPTOMS: He says he feels depressed. He also has weakness of the left upper extremity.

HISTORY OF PRESENT ILLNESS: The patient says he has been depressed for last several years and it waxes and wanes. Right now, he feels little bit depressed. He also complains of weakness of left upper extremity. He said he had a CVA few years ago because of aneurysm in the brain did bleed and caused him to have CVA, but since then it is stable. According to him, his mother died of cerebral hemorrhage from aneurysm in the brain.

PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: History of CVA with right hemiparesis, history of scrotal hernia, which he is able to reduce and does not want to address it at this point, history of hypertension for 30 years, and history of benign brain tumor for last several years. However, he does not have significant symptoms but he is on Keppra since he had a seizure in past. Other problem includes BPH. He was on Flomax, he stopped it also recently he was placed on Eliquis. He does not know really why, but it could be related to his previous CVA and he says my insurance does not cover it so he may or may not be taking it. The patient also was on Norvasc 5 mg he is not taking it anymore. He was on Benicar 40 mg he does not seem to be taking anymore. He was on metoprolol 50 mg, which he does not seem to be taking. The only medication he takes is trazadone 50 mg daily, citalopram 40 mg daily, Keppra 250 mg b.i.d., and he also takes pravastatin 20 mg daily.

PHYSICAL EXAMINATION:

Vital Signs: Height 5 feet 7 inch tall, weighing 190 pounds, and blood pressure was 194/104 recheck it came down to 185/92.

HEENT: Normocephalic.
Eyes/ENT: Unremarkable.

Neck: Lymph node negative in the neck.

Chest: Symmetrical.

Lungs: Clear.

Heart: Regular.

Abdomen: Soft. Bowel sounds active.

Extremities: No edema. Right inguinal scrotal hernia right now reduced.

DIAGNOSES:

1. Hypertension not well controlled.

2. History of CVA with right hemiparesis.

3. Depression not well controlled.

4. Brain tumor with history of seizure. He is on Keppra.

5. Hyperlipidemia.

6. Depression major in the past.

RECOMMENDATIONS: We will go ahead and continue current medications. I will restart him on Norvasc 5 mg daily. We will draw the blood for CBC, CMP, lipids, and PSA once available we could make further recommendations.
