1. RM, 47-year-old woman, was seen with lower abdominal pain. Normal vital signs. CBC, CMP, CT scan within normal limits. The patient’s pain had improved. Dr. Yee thought it was musculoskeletal pain and gave the patient Naprosyn at the time of discharge. Because of improvement in the patient’s pain and not having any further symptoms, I do not believe the patient was an observation candidate. The patient was happy with the care received.

2. HM, 20-year-old with possible exposure to COVID. No symptoms. Her test was negative, required no treatment. The patient was happy with the care received.

3. GB, 4-year-old male with sore throat and fever of 101. All swabs were negative, diagnosed with viral meningitis, sent home with no antibiotics. I was not able to reach the family for comments.

4. OL, 9-month-old baby with fever and cough, found to be tachycardic with positive flu A, treated with Tamiflu. Mother states that the fever is gone, child is doing better, eating better and she was happy with the care received.

5. TC, 19-year-old young lady with possible UTI and no symptoms of pyelo. Vital signs negative. Urinalysis showed UTI, treated with Macrobid and Pyridium.
6. JC, 16-year-old young lady with right ankle pain status post twisting her ankle. X-rays were negative. Treated with Naprosyn for sprained ankle.

7. JC, 23-month-old baby with fever, chills, blue lips and ear drainage. The patient already on cefdinir; this is the second antibiotic the patient has been on. Mother also reported 14 days of illness. Chest x-ray by Dr. Yee was within normal limits. He chose to continue with cefdinir at home after an injection of Rocephin was given in the emergency room. Mother is concerned about the duration of fever. A CBC SHOULD HAVE BEEN ORDERED IN THE EMERGENCY ROOM. The patient’s mother was happy with the care and is going to see the pediatrician. CBC SHOULD HAVE BEEN DONE IN THE EMERGENCY ROOM IN FACE OF 14 DAYS OF ILLNESS AND CONTINUOUS FEVER.

8. CC, 43-year-old woman, status post fall with left shoulder pain, possible AC separation, treated with Tylenol No.3.
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
