PAST MEDICAL HISTORY: Depression and anxiety.
PAST SURGICAL HISTORY: Right forearm.
CURRENT MEDICATIONS: Celexa.

ALLERGIES: PENICILLIN.
SOCIAL HISTORY: Noncontributory.
FAMILY HISTORY: Noncontributory.
REVIEW OF SYSTEMS: Negative. Past medical history negative and history of depression.
PHYSICAL EXAMINATION: General Appearance: No distress. Vital Signs: Within normal limits. Head, eyes, ears, nose and throat: Within normal limits. Neck: Within normal limits. Lungs: Clear to auscultation and percussion. Heart: Regular rhythm without murmurs or gallop. Abdomen: Soft without organomegaly or tenderness. Back: Negative for CVA tenderness. Skin: Negative for rashes or erythema. Extremities: Negative for painful range of motion. Neuropsychiatric: Within normal limits without evidence of suicidal or homicidal ideation.
IMPRESSION: COVID exposure and history of depression.

PLAN: COVID precautions given, isolating from wife in house. Given refill of his antidepressant. To follow up in three months.
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
