CLINICAL INDICATION:
Continuity of care with history of seizure/seizure disorder.

Current medications – Keppra 750 mg b.i.d.
Dear Dr. Vooi:

Thank you for your referral of Kenneth Janke for neurological evaluation in continuity of care.

As you may remember, he was under the care of Dr. Joel Rothfeld, PhD, M.D. who has retired from clinical community practice to continue part time practice at Enloe Hospital.

As you may remember, he temporarily discontinued his Keppra medication and suffered a breakthrough seizure and was reinitiated on therapy with care.

He was seen initially for evaluation on May 10, 2021, having suffered a seizure around April 3, 2021, having fallen from his computer chair at home and suffering a generalized convulsion with tremulousness lasting by his family report approximately 10 seconds before improvement.

Following reinitiation of medication, he has remained stable without any further symptoms or breakthrough seizures.

His neurological examination is normal.

He takes nutritional vitamin supplements including general vitamin magnesium without difficulty.

He does describe some sleep maintenance insomnia that has recently reduced his exercise regimen which will be reinitiated.

In consideration of this and following our discussion today, we will consider a home sleep study should his sleep maintenance insomnia not improve while he continues taking modest doses of melatonin at bedtime.
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He has remained stable clinically since I initially saw him.

I will refill his Keppra medication 750 mg b.i.d. and see him for routine followup in six months or sooner if indicated.

I will send a followup report at that time.
